C.E.R.T. (Citizens Emergency Response Team)
The C.E.R.T. is only activated for large scale events such as large fires, floods, large or extended winter storms, mass causality incidents, etc. C.E.R.T. members may be asked to utilize their professional training (such as veterinarians and nurses) to provide patient care when normal resources are delayed or prevented from responding OR preform tasks such as traffic control and logistics so that firefighters may focus on direct emergency response.
· 4 days of training 

· perfect for medical professionals with current credentials 

Non-Emergency Auxiliary
These members are individuals who would like daily or weekly non-emergency involvement with the fire department. They may assist with trainings, perform maintenance tasks, provide drop in babysitting for responding firefighters, garage sale activities, etc. It takes 10 hours of preparation and rehabilitation for every hour of direct emergency response.

-depending on role no training required

-all levels of physical capability welcome

Firefighter Trainee
For individuals who would like to become emergency responders. 
-6 to 18 months of training depending on previous experience

-all equipment provided

-emergency medical training available

-must be available for 24/7/365 response by carrying a pager

-must respond to at least 30% of emergencies

-must complete 36 hours of training a year after initial training

Neighborhood Liaison
One individual per neighborhood is need as a community contact for distributing information, potentially organizing activities such as fire mitigation projects
